manity through its seven chapters in Pakistan, India, Sri Lanka, Middle East, Africa, Europe and North America. Various
welfare and charitable projects have been undertaken worldwide. The WMO was established in 2001 and is a registered as a
not-for-profit organisation in England and Wales. It is also registered body in Pakistan, Middle East and Africa.

WMO Rehabilitation Scheme

The Rehabilitation Scheme of WMO Pakistan Chapter was launched in 2004 to provide financial assistance to poor and needy
Memon families to acquire flats/houses. Over a span of 7 years, the WMO Rehabilitation Committee has scrutinized 2,551 applica-
tions out of the total 7512 applications received in 2004.

So far, 956 applications have been approved for financial assistance for flats i.e. 705 applicants have been provided with flats
whereas the remaining 251 applicants are still searching for a suitable house. Besides the above, 151 applications have been provided
houses on rent (security deposit and monthly rent are paid by WMO) and 300 applicants have already converted their pugree-based
houses into ownership with the financial help from WMO Pakistan Chapter.

The total amount approved for the pending applications comes to about Rs. 100 million (US $ 1.2 million). Besides, the require-
ment for the year 2011-12 comes to another Rs, 85 million (US $ 1 million). Therefore, in all, WMO Pakistan Chapter requires Rs.
185 million (US $ 2.2 million) immediately to fulfill the housing needs of 400 families.

Education Schemes of WMO Pakistan Chapter

The WMO Pakistan Chapter has started two schemes for providing financial help for education namely Education for All and Scholar-
ships for Higher and Professional Education.

Education for All: Under this scheme, students from Kindergarten to Intermediate level are provided with financial assistance to cover
100 percent school fees. At present, more than 6000 students of the Memon Community are being benefited by this scheme. A sum of Rs.
60 million (US $ 700,000) has been earmarked for the current year 2011-12 for Education for All Scheme. It is expected that the number
of students will be go up to 8000 by the end of 2011.

‘WMO Scholarships for Higher & Professional Education: The WMO is providing financial help to needy students of the Memon com-
munity to pursue higher and professional education. There are presently about 650 such students and the number of students is expected
to rise to 800 by the end of 2011. An amount of Rs. 40 million (US $ 470,000) has been earmarked for the current year for this scheme.

of the biggest 262 bedded hospi-
tal in private sector at Hyderabad,

M.V. Dhurandhar (1867-1944), re-
nowned for visually documenting the city of
Gujarat and its people, as well as painting
scenes from Hindu mythology, was born
in Kolhapur in Maharashtra as the son of
an artist. He studied art at Bombay’s Sir
J.J. School of Art, where he won several

prizes and medals; he was later to become
the first Indian director of this School. In
recognition of his talent, the British govern-
ment conferred the title of Rao Bahadur
upon him in 1927. He was accomplished in
oils, water colors and pencil drawings, and
nearly 50,000 works have been credited to
him, excluding drawings and sketches. A
number of Dhurandhar’s works were repro-
duced for mass circulation at Ravi Varma'’s
presses. Unlike Ravi Varma, his senior
contemporary, Dhurandhar was a trained
academic realist.
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Make peace.....
its one of the noblest things

‘We decided to meet for lunch. We were all
excited. After all, we were getting together
after a long time. As we sat at our table,

we started talking, catching up on all that

had happened in the past few years, when I
noticed a bit of tension developing between
two of my friends. Then, all of a sudden, right
before my very eyes, before I knew it, it blew
up into a horrible argument. Angry words
flew between the two of them and before I
could do anything to stop it, both my friends
stormed out of the place, vowing to never talk
to each other ever again!

“Subhan Allah! ....what just happened
here?” I said to myself, trying to digest the
horrible incidence that just took place. Two of
my dear friends fighting with each other!

Many of us face something similar
several times in our lives......our families
and loved ones arguing over something so
trivial, our friends not talking to each other
over the littlest of things, people shunning
each other and staying angry, even years
after the matter took place, to the extent that
sometimes they don’t even remember why
they are fighting!

And we all know people who may not be
openly fighting and arguing, yet we know that
there is definitely some kind of either hostility
or jealousy between them, or even some kind
of misunderstanding amongst themselves.

So what’s a Muslim to do in such a situa-
tion? Stand by and watch?!! Definitely NOT.

What is required from us in such a situation
is that we make peace between them for the
sake of Allah.

“The believers are nothing but brothers, so
make peace between your two brothers and
beware of Allah that perhaps you may be
shown mercy.” (Al-Hujaraat:10)

And, noble, indeed is the act of making
peace and reconciling between two arguing
parties. In fact, it is superior to voluntary fast-
ing and sunnah and nafl prayer.

The Prophet (Sal Allahu Alaiyhi wa Sal-
lam) said:

“Shall I not tell you of something that is
better than fasting, prayer and charity?” They
said: Yes. He said: “Reconciling between two
people, for the corruption of that which is be-
tween the hearts is the shaver (destroyer). It is
the shaver, and I do not say that it shaves hair,
rather that it shaves religious commitment.”
(al-Tirmidhi- hasan)
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Subhaan Allah! Better than fasting, prayer
and charity! That just goes to show you how
important it is for us to reconcile between
people.

In fact, it is so important that, although
lying is haraam in and of itself, yet, Allah
has permitted even lying in order to reconcile
between people and to remove discord and
conflict. This is because of the great negative
consequences conflicts and arguments have,
on the religious commitment of individuals as
well as communities.

Umm Kalthoom (may Allah be pleased
with her) said that she heard the Prophet (Sal
Allaahu Alaiyhi wa Sallam) say: “He is not a
liar who reconciles between people, convey-
ing good messages and saying good things.”
(al-Bukhaari, Muslim)

She also said: “I did not hear him (Sal Al-
laahu Alaiyhi wa Sallam) grant any conces-
sion concerning anything that the people
say of lies except in three cases: reconciling
between people, war, and what a man says
to his wife, or a woman says to her husband.
(Muslim)

Reconciling between disputing parties is a
means of earning great rewards. Allah says:

“There is no good in much of their private
conversation except for someone who enjoins
giving of charity, good deeds generally or
making good that which is between people.
Whoever does that seeking the pleasure of
Allah, We will give him a great reward.” (An-
Nisaa: 114)

However, while making peace between
disputing parties, do remember that Islam has
a particular methodology and approach to
this issue. It is not a matter of simple “conflict
resolution”. We cannot simply negotiate and
compromise until we reach something agree-
able to both of them because it may very well
be unjust or not in accordance to Islaam. As
Muslims, we add Allah into the equation.

Instead of evaluating the two positions in
relation to each other, we have to examine
each of them in relation to what pleases Allah
Subhaanahu wa Ta’ala. For, it is quite possible
for two Muslims to be in dispute with each
other and yet, neither of their positions be
acceptable according to Sharee’ah - even if
the other side were to accept it. So when two
Muslims or two groups of Muslims disagree
or fight, it is upon us to call all of them to
what Allaah says in that matter. Allah said:

“If two groups of believers get into a fight
then make good that which is between them.
Then, if one side transgresses against the
other, fight the transgressors until they return
to the order of Allah. If they so return, then
make good that which is between them with
justice and be equitable. Surely, Allah loves
those who are equitable.” (Al-Hujaraat:9)

So, if you know anybody out there, arguing,
not talking to one another, shunning each other,
or simply having distrust and ill feeling towards
some other fellow Muslims, go ahead and make
peace between them. Do it for the sake of Allah,
remembering the reward and asking Him to
accept it from you. Not only will it bring you
immense reward and forgiveness from Him,
but it will be one of the noblest things that you
would do.

Ali ibn Abi Talib (may Allah be pleased
with him) said: “One of the things which
brings forgiveness is making your fellow
Muslim happy.”

Anas (may Allah be pleased with him) said:
“Whoever made peace between two, Allah
gives him for every word the [reward of] free-
ing a slave.”

Abu Umama (may Allah be pleased with
him) said: “Walk a mile to visit a sick person
and walk two miles to visit your brother for
the sake of Allah and walk three miles to
make peace between two.”

Remind yourself and them that a Muslim
should avoid division and difference com-
pletely. Avoidance, hatred, rejection and
envy all destroy the Muslim community and
render it vulnerable to all forms of fitna. If,
however, someone does get into such situa-
tions of dispute, then they have a maximum
of three days after which they should solve
the dispute and end the bad feeling between
them.

The Prophet (Sal Allaahu Alaiyhi wa Sal-
lam) said: “Do not boycott one another, do
not turn away from one another, do not hate
one another and do not envy one another. Be
slaves of Allah, brothers. And it is not allowed
for a Muslim to avoid another for more than
three days.” (al-Bukhaari, Muslim)

And: “Whoever forsakes his brother for a
year, it is as if he has shed his blood.” (Abu
Dawood- saheeh by al-Albaani)

May Allaah remove all forms of enmity
and ill feelings amongst us and enable us to
love each other for His sake Alone. Ameen..

Sun is good for our

ven the Stone Age people knew

the Sun brought life on Earth and

that is why they used to worship

it. But the sun waves can heal and
destroy; they can be the kiss of life or death.
It depends on the way we use them.

1. The sunlight kills microbes. That’s why
it is important to put out in the sun carpets,
blankets and eiderdowns that cannot be
washed regularly. Exposure to the sun
confers the skin a bright, healthy look and
increased elasticity.

A moderately tanned skin is more resist-
ant to infections and sun burning than an
un-tanned one. Many skin diseases (der-
matitis) can be controlled and even cured
through controlled exposure to the sun.

The sun rays are proven to strengthen the
immune system.

2. Due to the sun our mood and morals
improve. Sunlight helps in cases of chronic
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or acute depression, by stimulating the
synthesis of endorphins (good-feeling hor-
mones). That’s why we get depressed in the
cold and dark days of the winter.

3. The sun is good against insomnia.
Daytime exposure to sunlight increases the
melatonin production during the night. This
hormone helps regulate the sleep.

4. Under the action of the sunlight, the
skin synthesizes vitamin D, which makes
possible calcium absorption in the intestine,
helping the organism grow strong bones.
This way the sun prevents rachitism in both
children and adults and osteoporosis in
elders.

5. As vitamin D and some related
compounds impede the development of
some cancer cells, we can say the sun fights
off this disease. Regular and controlled
exposure to the sun has a preventive effect
against cancer of colon, breast, leukemia

and lymphomas.

6. Exposure to the sun strengthens the
cardiovascular system. Blood circulation is
improved; the pulse, arterial pressure, mod-
erately high glycemia and cholesterol levels
can be normalized.

cancer, WHO says

obile phone users may be at
increased risk from brain cancer
and should use texting and

hands-free devices to reduce exposure,
the World Health Organisation’s cancer
experts said.

Mobile phone users may be at increased
risk from brain cancer the World Health
Organisation says

Paris: Mobile phone users may be at
increased risk from brain cancer and
should use texting and hands-free devices
to reduce exposure, the World Health
Organisation’s cancer experts said.

Radio-frequency electromagnetic fields
generated by such devices are “possibly
carcinogenic to humans,” the Internation-
al Agency for Research on Cancer (IARC)
announced at the end of an eight-day
meeting in Lyon, France, on Tuesday.

Experts “reached this classification
based on review of the human evidence
coming from epidemiological studies”
pointing to an increased incidence of
glioma, a malignant type of brain cancer,
said Jonathan Samet, president of the
work group.

Two studies

Two studies in particular, the largest
conducted over the past decade, showed

a higher risk “in those that had the most
intensive use of such phones,” he said in a
telephone news conference.

Some individuals tracked in the studies
had used their phones for an average of 30
minutes per day over a period of 10 years.

“We simply don’t know what might
happen as people use their phones over
longer time periods, possibly over a life-
time,” Samet said.

There are about five billion mobile
phones registered in the world. The
number of phones and the average time
spent using them have both climbed stead-
ily in recent years.

The IARC cautioned that current
scientific evidence showed only a pos-
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sible link, not a proven one,
between wireless devices
and cancers.

Increased risk
“There is some evidence of
increased risk of glioma” and
another form of non-malig-
nant tumour called acoustic
neuroma, said Kurt Straif, the
scientist in charge of editing
the TARC reports on poten-
tially carcinogenic agents.

“But it is not at the mo-
ment clearly established that
the use of mobile phones
does in fact cause cancer in
humans,” he said.

The TARC does not issue formal rec-
ommendations, but experts pointed to a
number of ways consumers can reduce
risk.

“What probably entails some of the
highest exposure is using your mobile for
voice calls,” Straif said.

Texting

“If you use it for texting, or as a hands-free
set for voice calls, this is clearly lowering the
exposure by at least an order of magnitude,”
or by tenfold, he said.

The new review, conducted by a panel
of 31 scientists from 14 countries, was
reached on the basis of a “full consensus,”
said Robert Baan, in charge of the written
report, which is yet to be released.

“This is the first scientific evaluation
of all the literature published on the topic
with regard to increased risk of cancer,”
he said.

Incomplete data
But the panel stressed the need for more
research, pointing to incomplete data, evolv-
ing technology and changing consumer
habits.

“There’s an improvement in the tech-
nology in terms of lower emissions but at

the same time we see increased use, so it
is hard to know how the two balance out,”
Baan noted.

One major international study under-
way, known as MOBI-KIDS, is investigat-
ing potential links between communica-
tion devices and brain cancer in children.

“Children are most vulnerable due to
the intensity of emissions compared to
the mass of tissue exposed,” said Domin-
ique Gombert, head of risk evaluation at
France’s Agency for Food, Environment
and Occupational Health and Safety, but
not part of the IARC panel.

Reduce exposure
“We need to redouble our efforts to reduce
exposure,” he told AFP.

The TARC ranks potentially cancer-
causing elements as carcinogenic, prob-
ably carcinogenic, possibly carcinogenic
or “probably not carcinogenic”. It can
also determine that a material is “not clas-
sifiable”.

Cigarettes, sunbeds and asbestos, for
example, fall in “Group 1”, the top threat
category.

Cell phones now join lead, chloroform
and gasoline exhaust in Group 2B as
“possibly carcinogenic”.

DANGER - Microwaving water on it’s own!

26-year old man decided to have
Aa cup of coffee. He took a cup of

water and put it in the microwave
to heat it up (something that he had done
numerous times before). I am not sure how
long he set the timer for, but he wanted to
bring the water to a boil. When the timer
shut the oven off, he removed the cup from
the oven. As he looked into the cup, he noted
that the water was not boiling, but suddenly
the water in the cup ‘blew up’ into his face.
The cup remained intact until he threw it out
of his hand, but all the water had flown out
into his face due to the buildup of energy.
His whole face is blistered and he has 1st and
2nd degree burns to his face which may leave
scarring.

He also may have lost partial sight in his
left eye. While at the hospital, the doctor
who was attending to him stated that this is a
fairly common occurrence and water (alone)
should never be heated in a microwave oven.
If water is heated in this manner, something
should be placed in the cup to diffuse the
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energy such as a wooden stir stick, tea bag,
etc...(nothing metal).

General Electric’s
Response:

Thanks for contacting us. I will be happy to
assist you. The e-mail that you received is
correct. Microwaved water and other liquids
do not always bubble when they reach the
boiling point. They can actually get super-
heated and not bubble at all. The superheated
liquid will bubble up out of the cup when it
is moved or when something like a spoon or
tea bag is put into it.

To prevent this from happening and caus-
ing injury, do not heat any liquid for more
than two minutes per cup. After heating, let
the cup stand in the microwave for thirty
seconds! Before moving it or adding anything
into it.

Here is what our local science teacher
had to say on the matter: ‘Thanks for the
microwave warning. I have seen this happen

before. It is caused by a phenomenon known
as super heating. It can occur anytime water
is heated and will particularly occur if the
vessel that the water is heated in is new or
when heating a small amount of water (less
than half a cup).

‘What happens is that the water heats faster
than the vapour bubbles can form. If the cup
is very new then it is unlikely to have small
surface scratches inside it that provide a
place for the bubbles to form. As the bubbles
cannot form and release some of the heat
has built up, the liquid does not boil and the
liquid continues to heat up well past its boil-
ing point.

‘What then usually happens is that the lig-
uid is bumped or jarred, which is just enough
of a shock to cause the bubbles to rapidly
form and expel the hot liquid. The rapid for-
mation of bubbles is also why a carbonated
beverage spews when opened after having
been shaken.’

If you pass this on you could very well save
someone from a lot of pain and suffering.
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10 Most Poisonous
Animals in the World

1. Box Jellyfish

Jelly box can be found in the waters around
Asia and Australia.

2. King Cobra

The King Cobra (Ophiophagus hannah)

is the world’s longest venomous snake -
growing up to 5.6 m (18.5 ft) in length.
Ophiophagus, literally means snake-eater as
it eats other snakes. One single bite of this
deadly snake can easily kill a human. This
snake is even capable of killing a full-grown
Asian Elephant within 3 hours if the larger
animal is bitten in a vulnerable area such as
the trunk.

Its venom is not as toxic as other venom-
ous snakes, but King Cobra is capable of
injecting 5 times more venom than black
mamba and can result in mortality up to 5
times faster than that of the black mamba.
It is quite widespread, ranging across South
and South-east Asia , living in dense high-
land forests.

3. Marbled Cone Snail

This little beautiful looking Marbled Cone
snail can be as deadly as any other animal
on this list. One drop of its venom is so
powerful that it can kill more than 20 hu-
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mans. If you ever happen to be in warm salt
water environment (where these snails are
often found) and see it, don’t even think of
picking it up. Of course, the true purpose of
its venom is to catch its prey.

Symptoms of a cone snail sting can
start immediately or can be delayed in
onset for days. It results in intense pain,
swelling, numbness and tingling. Severe
cases involve muscle paralysis, vision
changes and breathing failure. There is no
antivenom. However, only about 30 hu-
man deaths have been recorded from cone
snail envenomation.

The Blue-Ringed Octopus is very small,
only the size of a golf ball, but its venom
is so powerful that can kill a human. Ac-
tually it carries enough poison to kill 26
adult humans within minutes, and there
is no antidote. They are currently recog-
nized as one of the world’s most venom-
ous animals.

Its painless bite may seem harmless,
but the deadly neurotoxins begin working
immediately resulting in muscular weak-
ness, numbness, followed by a cessation
and breathing and ultimately death. They
can be found in tide pools in the Pacific
Ocean, from Japan to Australia.

5. Death Stalker Scorpion

.

Fortunately, while a sting from this scorpion
is extremely painful, it would be unlikely to
kill a healthy, adult human. Young children,
the old, or infirm (with a heart condition)
are at the biggest risk. Death stalker scorpi-
ons are spread in North Africa and Middle
East.

6. Stonefish

Maybe Stonefish would never win a beauty
contest, but it would definitely win the top
prize for being The World Most Venomous
Fish. Its venom causes such a severe pain
that the victims of its sting want the affected
limb to be amputated. It is described as

the worst pain known to man. It is accom-
panied with possible shock, paralysis, and
tissue death. If not given medical attention
within a couple of hours It can be fatal to
humans.

Stonefish stores its toxins in gruesome-
looking spines that are designed to hurt
would-be predators.

Stonefish mostly live above the tropic of
Capricorn, often found in the shallow tropi-
cal marine waters of the Pacific and Indian
oceans, ranging from the Red Sea to the
Queensland Great Barrier Reef.
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7. The Brazilian wandering
spider

The Brazilian Wandering Spider (Phoneu-
tria) or banana spider appears in the Guin-
ness Book of World Records 2007 for the
most venomous spider and is the spider
responsible for most human deaths. This
spider is believed to have the most potent
neurotoxic venom of any living spider. Only
0.006mg (0.000000210z) is sufficient to kill
a mouse. They are also so dangerous be-
cause of their wandering nature. They often
hide during daytime in highly populated
areas inside houses, clothes, boots, and cars.
Its venomous bite causes not only intense
pain, the venom of the spider can also cause
priapism - uncomfortable erections lasting
for many hours that lead to impotence.

8. Inland Taipan

The prize for The Worlds Most Venomous
Snake goes to the Inland Taipan of Austral-
ia. Just a single bite from this snake contains
enough venom to kill 100 human adults or
an army of 250,000 mice. Its venom is at
least 200 - 400 times more toxic than a com-
mon cobra. The Inland Taiwans extremely
neurotoxic venom can kill an adult human
in as little as 45 minutes. Fortunately this

snake is very shy and there have been no
documented human fatalities (all known
bites were treated with antivenin).

If you ever happen to be running through
the rain forests somewhere in Central or
South America, do not ever pick up beauti-
ful and colorful frogs - it can be the Poison
Dart Frog. This frog is probably the most

poisonous animal on earth. The 2 inch long

(5cm) golden poison dart frog has enough
venom to kill 10 adult humans or 20,000

mice. Only 2 micrograms of this lethal toxin

(the amount that fits on the head of a pin)
is capable of killing a human or other large

mammal. They are called dart frogs because

indigenous Amerindians use of their toxic
secretions to poison the tips of their blow-
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darts.. Poison dart frogs keep their poison
in their skins and will sicken or kill anybody
who touches or eats it.

10. Puffer Fish

Puffer Fish are the second most poisonous
vertebrate on earth (the first one is golden
dart Frog). The meat of some species is
a delicacy in both Japan (as fugu) and
Korea (as bok-uh) but the problem is
that the skin and certain organs of many
puffer fish are very poisonous to humans.
This pufty fish produce rapid and violent
death..Puffers poisoning causes deadening
of the tongue and lips, dizziness, vomit-
ing, rapid heart rate, difficulty breathing,
and muscle paralysis. Victims die from
suffocation as diaphragm muscles are
paralyzed. Most of the victims die after
four to 24 hours. There is no known
antidote, Most deaths from fugu happen
when untrained people catch and prepare
the fish.

Statistics show that there were 20 to
44 incidents of fugu poisoning per year
between 1996 and 2006 in all of Japan
and up to six incidents per year led to
death. Since Fugus poison can cause near
instantaneous death, only licensed chefs
are allowed to prepare it.

Robusta coffee is grown mainly in
Africa. The Robusta plant does not pick up
disease easily. It is also useful in making in-
stant coffee. Instant coffee is coffee powder
that dissolves completely in water.

Coffee probably first came from Ethiopia,
in north eastern Africa. From there it was
taken to the Middle East. At first it was
used as a food, as a medicine, and in wines.
People did not begin to drink coffee as we
know it for hundreds of years. Coffee was
taken to Europe and then the Americas
starting in about the 1500s.
